Tournament official can reassign you if warranted.

2. Final 20 targets will be shot Sunday morning in assigned peer groups.
Peer groups will be posted Saturday afternoon as soon as possible
after 5:00 pm.

3. Awards: 1" place Champions buckle, 2" & 3™ place plaques

Hunter Challenge Format:
1. 25 targets can be shot Friday, Saturday or Sunday, can be shot as
many times as you wish. Sunday you can shoot till noon.
2. All 25 targets must be shot and score cards turned in before new
round can be shot.
